World AIDS day has been observed on December
1st every year since 1988. It is dedicated to
raising awareness, educating and improving the
understanding of HIV (Human
immunodeficiency virus) as a Global Public
health problem. It provides an opportunity to
understand the interdependence between
progress in ending acquired immunodeficiency
syndrome (AIDS) and the progress towards

Universal health coverage and right to health.

The World Health Organisation commemorates
World AIDS day- 2022 with the theme ‘equalise’
and is calling on global leaders and citizens to
boldly recognise and address the inequalities
which are holding back progress in ending AIDS
and to equalise access to essential HIV services.

> National Mathematics Day (22-12-2023)

Mathematics in India has a very rich, long and
hallowed history. India’s contribution to

mathematics, spanning from 1200 BCE to 1800
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BCE is well known. The decimal number
system, concept of zero and negative numbers
were its gifts in addition to its inputs into the
fields of arithmetic, algebra and trigonometry.
Its classical, as well as golden period, ranged
from fourth to sixteenth century, having
contributions come from great scholars like
Aryabhata, Varahamihira, Brahmagupta and

Bhaskarall.

Speaking to the students, the college principal
said that the day is celebrated to mark the
birth anniversary of Ramanujan and recognise
his contribution to the field of mathematics. He
gave solutions to mathematical problems
which were considered unsolvable at that time.
“Ramunajan’s ground-breaking work in the
field of mathematics is an inspiration for
mathematicians across the world, and his work
has inspired extensive research over the years.

Ramanujan is remembered for  his

contributions to mathematical analysis,

infinite series, continued fractions and number
theory. He also discovered his own theorems
and compiled as many as 3900 results
independently.” said Dr. S. Rushma, lecturer in
mathematics.

It also gives
people a chance to protest against the market
abuses and social injustices. The program was

under the provisions of the Consumer
Protection Act, 2019, it has been provided to
protect consumers from unfair trade practices

in e-commerce. Under this provision, the

Central Government notified the Consumer
Protection (E-commerce) Rules on 23 July 2020.
‘The rules set forth the duties of e-commerce
entities and specify liabilities of marketplace
and inventory e-commerce entities, including
customer grievance redressal. Keeping in view
the dynamic nature of the e-commerce sector
and to address new and emerging concerns
affecting consumers in e-commerce, the
Department of Consumer Affairs published the
proposed amendments to the E-Commerce
rules for comments and inputs from various
stakeholders including industry associations

as well as consumer organisations’, said Dr. K.

Sankara Reddy.
